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MATCH DAY PROCEDURES 
 
Team Sheet  

 
A team sheet will be filled in by the teams prior to the match and may be  
pre-printed with all registered players for each team (this may be up to 20 
registered players for Grade 35‟s and 45‟s).  The team sheet, including the 
substitutes shown at the bottom of the sheet, should contain no more than 14 
players for junior games and 16 for senior games who have been allocated shirt 
numbers.  All other registered players not playing should show “DNP” (Did Not 
Play) on the team sheet in the shirt number column.   When completed the sheet 
should then be taken by the referee so changes can‟t be made after 
commencement of the match. Collect all money for the match prior to commencing 
the match unless you choose to leave the money at the official table or canteen 
until the end of the match. After the match, complete all details on the team sheet 
including the result of the game, all substitutions (for Premier League, Division 1 & 
Reserves), cautions and send offs, name of the referee and assistant referees. The 
team sheet is then to be left at the official table. 
 
See an example of a team sheet on the next page.  Please note that the team 
sheet format will be slightly different for Grade, ie. Premier League, Division 1 and 
Reserves to include substitutes and time in/out etc. 
 
 
Lodging Sanctions through Referees Web Portal 
 
The referee is responsible for lodging their sanctions (yellow or red cards) 
electronically through the Referees Web Portal.  This will automatically send them 
to CCF, CCFRI and to the relevant club. 
 
To do this you will need to record all details of the cautions and send offs and take 
home with you and complete online within 24 hours of completion of the match. 
Details to record include the match details, player‟s club, player‟s name, shirt 
number, FFA ID number, offence codes and time of each offence. 
 
If no yellow or red cards were given to a team during any seniors match then a nil 
online sanction report for each team still needs to be completed within 24 hours of 
completion of the match. 
 
To file and submit your sanctions (cautions and send offs) simply click onto the 
Web Portal, enter your login details and click onto the Sanctions tab.  After all 
details have been entered for each sanction you need to click on „Save‟.  Note that 
this will only move them to the bottom of your screen. You will still need to 
review the details and click on „Submit‟.  If any details are wrong simply click on 
„Delete‟, re-enter the correct details and „Save‟.  Until you click on „Submit‟ then 
your report will NOT be lodged. 
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Send Off Reports 
 
If a player has been sent from the field of play for anything other than a second 
cautionable offence, the referee must also complete a Send Off Report within 24 
hours of completion of the match.  
 
Send Off Reports are available on the website under the Forms>Cautions, Send 
Offs & Incidents section. When completed with as much detail as possible the 
report must be saved, attached to an email, and forwarded to 
sendoffs@ccfootballref.com.au no later than 24 hours of completion of the match. 
 
Failure to advise within this time may mean withdrawal of appointments for future 
periods.

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Incident Reports 
 
Sometimes there is a need to take an action that is outside the game, such as 
abandon the game, dismiss the coach, manager or a spectator or any other instance.  
If a situation occurs during the match then you as the Referee are obliged to lodge an 
"Incident eReport" within 48 hours of the incident occurring, as the CCFRI is time 
restricted by the CCF.  
 
Your obligation extends to adhering to these parameters.  Failure to advise within this 
time may mean withdrawal of appointments for future periods. 
 
Incident reports are available on the website under the Forms>Cautions, Send Offs & 
Incidents section.  When completed with as much detail as possible the report must be 
saved, attached to an email, and forwarded to the Administration Director on 
incidents@ccfootballref.com.au no later than 48 hours after the match.  
 
 
Wet Weather or Ground Closures 
 
The CCRFI has been informed by Central Coast Football (CCF) that their website 
is being updated to allow each club to have direct access to advise ground 
conditions through the use of a colour flag each morning and throughout the day.  
 
The suggestion is as follows: 
 
Green = Ground Open 
Yellow = Ground being reviewed 

(referee & assistants would refer to notes entered by the club to see if 
games have been cancelled for a period of time and to refer back to the 
site for further updates, particularly for later games)  

Red = Ground closed for the day (do not show up to the ground for that day) 
 
The Central Coast Football website, www.ccfootball.com.au, proposes to have a 
link in order for the referees and assistants to view the status of each ground. 
 
 
Hot Weather Policy (Football NSW Circular 09/13) 
 
The following is recommended by Football NSW in accordance with duty of care 
and information as issued by Sports Medicine Australia: 

 
RECOMMENDED TEMPERATURES  
For cancellation or postponement of events including games, training or physical activities  
ADULTS  
Postponement or cancellation is recommended for events involving Adults at a temperature of 37°  
CHILDREN (up to and including 16 years of age)  

Postponement or cancellation is recommended for events involving Children at a temperature of 32°  
 
Cancellations or postponements at the recommended temperatures should be applied in consideration of local conditions.

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MEETING INFORMATION 
 
 

General meetings will generally be held on the second Monday of each month unless 
notified otherwise. They are held at Gosford RSL Club, West Gosford, starting at 
7:00pm.  General meetings are compulsory.  Apologies are to be emailed prior to the 
meeting to admin@ccfootballref.com.au or, in some instances, may also be handed 
to the Administration Director on behalf of another referee at the meeting. The 
apologies may be considered by the Board to be accepted in lieu of attendance. 
 
Members who fail to maintain a 50% attendance record at meetings may be ineligible 
for appointments.  The 50% attendance will be measured across a rolling 12 month 
period and will be measured in May starting from the February meeting.  This means 
members must attend 2 out of the first 4 meetings and then from there maintain 50% 
attendance.  It is the member‟s responsibility to sign the attendance at all meetings.  
In the first year for each new referee this will be measured in June starting from the 
March meeting (as they are not members until completing the new referee course, 
exam & practical). 
 
To be eligible to referee or assist in the finals each referee must maintain a 75% 
meeting attendance record, have attended the Seminar (held in March) and also the 
Annual General Meeting from the previous year (held in October).  Generally the first 
year referees will not participate in the finals. 
 
The guidelines for exemptions for General Meetings are as follows: 

 Exemption granted for member playing a club game 

 No exemption granted for training for club football 

 No exemption granted for the Seminar, unless appointed to Referee by 
our Association 

 No exemption for summer soccer competitions 

 No exemption for other sports 

 Exemption granted for work commitments providing letter produced

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LEVY INVOICE & PAYMENT 

PROCEDURE 

 
LEVY INVOICE 
 

 You will be invoiced monthly for the games that you have been appointed 

to and that you receive cash on the day. These include local games, 

Thunder and Super Youth League (SYL). 

 

 Central Coast Lightning Senior games, Grade 21 & 1st Grade, if you get 

appointed to any of these games, are paid at a later date with levy & GST 

deducted. 

 

 For new referees you collect these match payments before you start your 

game at the official table. Match fee information is in the 2010 Referee 

Information handbook. 

 

 When you receive your invoice via email there will be an amount that 

totals the games that you have refereed for the month plus your GST. 

Please pay this amount. 

 

 If you want to dispute the amount there will be a link on the email that will 

take you to the website and all of your appointments will be listed.  If you 

disagree you need to contact the Financial Director to resolve. 

 

 If you pull out and you donôt notify the relevant appointment manager 

or donôt show up for your appointed game, expect to pay a levy for 

these games and possibly a fine. 
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PROCESS FOR PAYMENT OF LEVIES

2. Transfer the funds directly into the Referees bank account (BSB 062 544 

Account Number 10259357). This information will also be on the invoice. 

You need to identify who is sending the funds, so in the “To Account 

Description” you need to put your name, VERY IMPORTANT. With the 

amount of Referees we need to be able to identify each Referee.  Failure 

to do this could result in you being unfinancial. 

 

3. By direct deposit over the counter at a Commonwealth Bank. These type 

of deposits you can‟t put a name against.  You can use your invoice 

number as a reference but we must have some way to identify who has 

made the payment.  We suggest that you advise the Financial Director by 

email of when and how much you deposited. 

 

4. By handing the Financial Director a sealed envelope with a copy of your 

invoice and the correct money at the General Meeting. THIS IS NOT 

ENCOURAGED as we don‟t want to carry large sums of money at meetings. 

 

 

NON PAYMENT OF LEVIES 
 

 There is a due date on the invoice and you must pay the correct amount 

by the due date. If you fail to do this you become unfinancial and will 

not be eligible for appointments until the invoice has been paid. 

 There is a few days leeway for posted cheques to arrive and for direct 

deposits to reach our account, but if you are well overdue expect not to be 

appointed until the invoice has been paid. 
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FORFEIT CLAIM PROCEDURE 

 
 If you attend your appointment and only one team or no teams turn up to 

the ground then you are eligible to make a claim for a forfeit. 

 If you have been notified by our appointment officers that the game has 

been cancelled or forfeited then you are not eligible for a forfeit claim. 

 Games called off due to wet weather even if you attend the oval are not 

regarded as a forfeit and no claim can be made 

 

 

TO CLAIM A FORFEIT 

 
 Complete the „FORFEIT CLAIM FORM‟ that is on the web site under the 

forms tab. There is an instruction tab that details what information needs 

to be included. 

 This form must be sent to the Administration Officer. Either by email to 

admin@ccfootballref.com.au or by mail to PO BOX 5095 ERINA 2250. 

 The administration officer collates all the forfeits monthly and sends the 

information to the Financial Director to make a claim on Central Coast 

Football. 

 Payments are then forwarded to the relevant referee. 

 Please pay the levies that are due on these games as the Financial
